Hazon means vision – an appropriate name for the first Jewish Community-Supported Agriculture (“CSA”) program of its kind. Hazon’s mission is to foster a healthier and more sustainable Jewish community, as a step towards a healthier and more sustainable world for all. This year, more than 40 Jewish communities across North America and Israel are taking part in CSA programs, showing their commitment to sustainable farming and eating. Kavana is pleased to be part of Hazon, and to be partnering with Oxbow Farm in Carnation, Washington, for its second CSA season.

CSAs are an exciting partnership between (mostly) urban consumers and their local farmers. CSA farmers pre-sell “shares” of their farm’s upcoming harvest to individuals, families, and institutions. In return for their investment, subscribers receive a weekly, fresh-picked return of a share in the harvest. This mutual commitment reflects both profound and simple choices about where and how some of our food is grown. It provides a way to bring kavana, or intention, to our food choices. 

The Kavana Cooperative, founded in 2006 in Seattle, is the first Jewish cooperative community of its kind. Kavana offers a new model for emerging Jewish communities: its “partners” roll up their sleeves to create a diverse and exciting Jewish life for the group while using the co-op’s resources for their personal Jewish development. Kavana sees participation in Hazon’s CSA model, and its partnership with Oxbow Farm, as a natural outgrowth of this model. As Kavana partners contribute their talents to food and farm-themed Jewish programming we build community, deepen our connection to the food we eat, examine food security issues, and volunteer with hunger-related nonprofit organizations. Member Commitment

I,_______________________, commit to membership in The Hazon CSA at the Kavana Cooperative with Oxbow Farm.  As a member, I commit myself to supporting the farm with my CSA payment.  In addition, I commit to pick up my weekly delivery at the Kavana Headquaters 414 W Howe St. Seattle, WA  98119 between 4 and 7 pm on Thursday night.  I understand that if I do not pick up my share it will be donated to a low-income family or an emergency food provider designated by Jewish Family Services.  

As this is a cooperatively run effort, as part of my membership I also agree to volunteer a minimum of one shift (per household) during the CSA season. If I am unable to volunteer one shift I agree to volunteer in another capacity to ensure the success of this program.
The CSA Share

As a member of the CSA, I will receive a weekly box of vegetables. The shares will vary in size and weight depending on the time of the season. One aspect of CSA is that members support their farmer by sharing in the inherent risks of agriculture (poor weather, drought, disease, early frost, crop failure and so on) and rewards (the bounty from a good season) involved in farming. CSA farmers purposely plan for such contingencies and use growing techniques that protect the harvest, minimize risk to members, and optimize the rewards:  growing a wide variety of crops that thrive in different types of conditions; cover cropping, crop rotation, and irrigation. Moreover, the CSA builds relationships of trust between the farmer and community group. Members will get a wide variety of vegetables in plentiful amounts. Therefore, I understand this principle and agree that there is no guarantee on the exact amount or type of produce I will receive in my share.  By participating in the CSA, I am supporting the local farmer as well as more equitable food distribution, and I am helping to create a more environmentally just, economically fair and healthy society.
